Hakata Gion Yamakasa is the famous
festival of Hakata with a history and
tradition of more than 780 years,
dating back to the Kamakura period
(1185-1333). It is a Shinto ritual to
dedicate Yamakasa, the chief deity of
Hakata, to Kushida Shrine and to
pray for good health and well-being,
and is designated as a nationally
important intangible folk cultural
asset. It was also registered as a
UNESCO Intangible Cultural Heritage
in 2016.
